Interpreters:
Have you heard about our new requirement for Ethics CEUs?

Here’s what was published in the Missouri Register on September 1, 2015:
“(3) An interpreter shall be required to earn two (2.0) CEUs annually for certification maintenance in the MICS, with three-tenths (0.3) specifically focused on Ethics. An interpreter may earn up to one (1.0) MICS CEU per year through mentoring, whether as a mentor or as a mentee. Contact hours earned in another state will be accepted by the BCI provided that the hours acquired can be documented. The twelve- (12-) month period for annually earning CEUs will end ninety (90) days prior to the licensing deadline. This section will become effective for the CEU cycle beginning November 3, 2015 and ending November 2, 2016.”
This becomes effective for next year’s CEU cycle (11/3/15-11/2/16).  
Remember, your 2.0 (20 hours) CEUs for this year are due soon. You must have a postmark on or before December 2, 2015 to avoid penalties.  
You’ll need to have your new certification card in hand before the current card expires on December 2nd.

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On November 5, 2015, the FCC released an Order addressing rates for telecommunications services by inmates. Specifically, the Order does the following:
1. sets caps on rates charged by inmate calling services,

2. requires providers to offer free access to TRS calls for inmates with communications disabilities,

3. applies a steeply discounted rate for TTY-to-TTY calls,

4. reminds correctional institutions of their obligation to make TRS available to people with communications disabilities, and 

5. encourages jails and prisons to allow commonly used forms of TRS and requires them to report complaints on service quality issues to the FCC.

The new rates take effect 90 days after publication in the Federal Register for prisons, and 6 months after publication in the Federal Register for jails.  The FCC is committed to closely monitoring the implementation of reforms, including a review in two years to determine if additional adjustments are required.
