BCI Rules Filed

On April 29, 2016, MCDHH filed several rule changes with the Missouri Secretary of State’s office.  These rules regulate the Missouri Interpreter Certification System (MICS) and the practice of interpreting in Missouri.  The proposed rule changes were published in the Missouri Register, Volume 41 #11 on 6/1/16.  The 30-day period for public comments ended 7/1/16. MCDHH will have 60 days to respond to individuals comments.  After considering and responding to all public comments, MCDHH will file the final order of the rule which will be published in the Missouri Register and the Code of State Regulations.
